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Calculation of Grade Point

1．Course Point：Course point indicates the result of a course. The relationship between exam result (percentage system), test result (five-level system) and course point is as follows:

The course point for 100 points in percentage system is 5.0; 99, 4.9; 98, 4.8; etc. The course point for “excellent” in five-level system, equal to 95 points in percentage system, is 4.5; “good”, equal to 85, 3.5; etc.

2．Grade point: Grade point indicates a student’s study quality of a certain course. It is the product of the course credit and the course point. The formula is as follows:
Grade Point = Course Point × Course Credit
3． Grade point average: GPA comprehensively indicates students’ academic performance in a duration of study, and is the major indicator of the study quality. It functions as a major basis for students’ graduation (completion), degree conferment, student status management, awards, assessment, etc. A student’s GPA is the result of the sum total of grade points divided by the total course credits in the same duration of study. The formula is as follows:
